Marie Clements 

Marie Clements, Métis playwright, 
performer, screenwriter and broadcaster, 
will read at the Sunshine Coast Arts 
Centre, 8 p.m., Friday, November 9th. 

The reading is presented by the literary 
committee of the Sunshine Coast Arts 
Council, with support from The Canada 
Council for the Arts.

Clements’ most recent work, Copper 
Thunderbird, a play about the Ojibway 
artist Norval Morrisseau, received its 
main stage debut in May at Ottawa’s 
National Arts Centre. The production, 
directed by NAC English Theatre 
artistic director Peter Hinton, used a 
cast of nine performers—three of them 
playing Morrisseau—to tell the painter’s 
roller-coaster life story. Employing large 
doses of the surreal and the absurd, 
Clements set out to capture some of the 
many facets of the artist once christened 
(by the French press) “the Picasso of the 
North.”

Hinton, a veteran director with a 
track record of premiering new plays, 
says of Clements, “I think [she is] one of 
our most important writers working in 
English Canada.”

Now living on Salt Spring Island, 
Clements is founding artistic director 
of Vancouver’s urban ink productions. 
Several of her other plays, including 
Urban Tattoo and Burning Vision, have 
been staged by companies throughout 
North America and in Europe. As a 
freelance broadcast journalist, Clements 
has worked for CBC Radio and on the 
television side as a writer for DaVinci’s 
Inquest.

Clements’ received the 2004 Canada-
Japan Literary Award for Burning 
Vision, which was also short listed for 
the Governor General’s Literary Award 
and the George Ryga Literary Award. 
Another of her plays, The Unnatural 
and Accidental Women (1999) won the 
Jessie Richardson/ New Play Centre 
Award.
