A MESSAGE FROM THE eXeCUtIVe DIreCtor
Dear artistry Readers—

As is obvious to you, we must apologize for the lateness of this January/February 
issue of artistry. I’m currently sitting in the Arts Centre office, and there is no 
electricity. It’s due to return around 3 p.m., and the power outage has affected 900 
households here in Sechelt. This is only the latest in the apparently unstoppable 
series of events which have contributed to our tardy newsletter.

Yanira suggested soon after she began working here in the fall that it might be 
a good idea to start the new year fresh with a spruce-up of our offices and the Arts 
Centre in general. Soon we met with a colour consultant, Tracy Baker, who made 
great colour recommendations. It made a huge difference to have her help, and her 
generosity in making a donation of her service is much appreciated.

We didn’t have a show scheduled for the December period, but a number of rent-
ers had arranged to use the Gallery. We needed to be able to take our offices apart 
and move everything out of the way to be ready for the painters while continuing 
to operate the Arts Centre. The painters were scheduled to come in and Sandy’s 
partner, who isn’t afraid of heights, helped with cleaning all the wood in the Gallery, 
de-spiderwebbing, vacuuming and wiping down all the wood from top to bottom. 
And then we put everything back together. It all worked! So far the reviews of the 
new look and feel are very positive.

Then on December 12 the snow started to fall. And fall. And fall. I live at the 
Sechelt end of Redrooffs Road, but that steep hill by Sargeants Bay Park is between 
me and the highway. The snow and the ice were serious impediments to getting out 
of the house and into the office. The entire staff of the Arts Council were unable to 
get out of our homes for some days. Then the holidays intervened.

We needed to bring in the work for the Friends of the Gallery Show on 2009’s 
first Saturday. While the weather was still an enormous challenge for many 
Sunshine Coast residents, Sandy and Frances made it to the Arts Centre for an 11 
a.m. opening and took in most of the work for the show. We’d decided to come back 
the following day for a couple of hours in the afternoon to accept work from people 
who hadn’t been able to make it in on Saturday and telephoned. 

So then we were in January. I work half-time for the Arts Council, and in January 
and February I teach a course at Capilano University, which requires me to go into 
North Vancouver two days a week. Artistry is my responsibility, and there just was 
no more time to put to work on that project. I thought i’d have the newsletter off 
to the printers last Wednesday and in the mail last Thursday. By Tuesday I knew 
that wasn’t going to work–because other things simply intervene, it’s so busy here 
sometimes (we’re renovating the procedures we follow for rentals, putting a new 
calendar in place, continuing to move ourselves into the digital world), and there 
are meetings to be attended on behalf of the Arts Council, other tasks to be done. 
Then on Friday I got sick, a bad head cold, the kind that gives a headache and a slow 
brain. And that brings us to today. 

We invite you to come see the Art Centre walls, both for the remainder of the 
FOG show up until 4 p.m. on Sunday afternoon February 1, for Nadina Tandy’s 
show which is up through February and opens on February 4 with a reception at 7 
pm, and for the beautiful colours and the fresh look for 2009.
