The Sunshine Coast Art Centre 
for me has been the place to see 
what’s happening on the local 
art scene. I was very happy 
when a group of us formed a 
life and portrait painting group 
named Life & Limn. [Meets on 
Thursday afternoons.]

This was perfect for me as 
my preferred subject is people 
and this is a place where hired 
models as well as group partici-

pants pose. There is enough time, 2.5 hours, to complete a 
painting, and touch up at home.

Of course there has been for 25 years the Life Drawing 
Group sessions. These, however, offered poses with quicker 
timing, and the carpeting in the Gallery allows only for draw-
ing.

I’ve seen a lot of changes at the Arts Centre, and was happy 
when an extension was built for the original log building. A 

kitchen, offices and washrooms were added, along with, won-
derfully, a music studio and an art studio where paint could 
be used.

In the Art Studio there have been many children’s and 
young adult’s classes. Each year there is a contest in the 
schools for designs for the banners to be displayed along 
Sechelt’s Cowrie Street. The banners are painted in the Arts 
Studio, adding to the colourful dots and drips of paint on the 
floor.

Personally I started art when I was 14 years old as my father 
sent me to Coste House in Calgary where we lived. It was a 
Saturday morning class. However, it was life painting or draw-
ing and I was too young to be allowed in. So the teacher set 
me up in the hallway drawing plaster casts of feet, hands, etc.. 
I was not bad at drawing and in High School good at math-
ematics. I graduated and won the Imperial Oil scholarship for 
university. My father thought architecture would be suitable 
for me. This was just after the veterans of WWII were finish-
ing their studies. Our class of 35 youngsters, was mostly boys 
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On Sunday, March 14 at 2:00 pm, Madeira Park’s School 
of Music will resound to the musical strains of one of the 
most intriguing and talented duos to perform in its idyllic 
and intimate setting. Coming together to play an eclectic 
blend of music are cellist Paul Marleyn and classical guitar-
ist Daniel Bolshoy. Both musicians have performed in this 
wonderful venue in the past and are two of our all-time 
favourites. 

Marleyn has been described as “a fine cellist with astute 
command of style and formidable technique” (Strad maga-
zine) and his music as “over-flowing with health, the joy 
of playing, and flamboyant brilliance” (Repertoire, France). 

Bolshoy, known for his friendly and informative spoken intro-
ductions, has been referred to as “an outstanding guitarist” 
who plays with “beautiful subtlety, drawing listeners in to his 
every note” (Performing Arts in Canada).  This wonderful col-
laboration between these two fine artists is an experience not 
to be missed.

Life comes full circle
I grew up in the 1950s on semi-
rural Burnaby Mountain. My 
father, a machinist, built his 
own house. I was his helper. My 
working life started in construc-
tion, advancing from labourer, 
to carpenter, to construction 
and architectural design. 

In the early 1970s I taught 
land surveying and build-
ing construction in Jamaica, 
returning to Vancouver to work 
on the architectural re-design of 

False Creek’s south shore. 
My Jamaican experience planted the seeds of a burgeoning 

world-view and led me to a life in the trade union movement 
and social activism.  I soon met Frances Wasserlein and we 
became friends and colleagues, two among many working for 
a better world. 

After twenty-five rewarding years as a National 

Representative, initially with CAIMAW, and following our 
merger, with CAW Canada, I retired and became the 
Executive Director for the World Peace Forum 2006, which 
convened in Vancouver in June of 2006.

Following the Forum, I again took up design and 
renovation. My wife Jill and I found our building site in 
Halfmoon Bay in 2003 and built our cottage, now my shop, 
and later our house in 2008-09. My design and renovation 
work continues on the Sunshine Coast.

While visiting my old friend Frances at the Arts Centre 
in the spring of 2009, I added to a discussion on the main-
tenance needs of the Centre, ‘if you need any work done 
from time to time, I’d be happy to help’. A prescient voice 
forewarned, ‘be careful what you say around here, lest it come 
true’. Sure enough, within a week or so Frances gave me a 
call, reminded me of my remarks, and ran down a list of what 
needed doing! Happily I have been the Centre maintenance 
go-to-guy ever since.

From semi-rural Burnaby and a background in construc-
tion to semi-rural Halfmoon Bay and renewed life in con-
struction, life has come full circle, and it is good!
